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To See You Again

Over a decade ago, the Mexican government declared a war against organized crime, which ended
up targeting civilians. An estimated 360,000 people have died since 2006. While searching for their
disappeared family members, a group of mothers discovered mass graves in the small towns of
Jojutla and Tetelcingo, in the state of Morelos. It became evident that the Mexican authorities
were complicit in many of these disappearances. Lina, Angy and Edith and other family members
of disappeared loved ones participated in the exhumation of more than 200 bodies. The
documentary accompanies the women as they train in forensic science and dig up the bodies of
the disappeared. Their investigation reveals a chilling reality, Mexican authorities were involved in
the disappearances and surreptitiously buried the bodies in mass graves. This powerful
documentary profiles the solidarity, courage and tenacity of these women.

About Morelos

Morelos is a state in central Mexico. It has a population of almost 2 million people, and its capital
city is Cuernavaca. Morelos is the second smallest state in Mexico. It is landlocked and is bordered
by the Federal District, and the states of México, Puebla, and Guerrero. Jojutla and Tetelcingo are
both towns located in Morelos. Tetelcingo is located east of Cuernavaca, while Jojutla is to the
south.

The website gob.mx provides a wide variety of information about Mexico and its government,
including statistics related to the level of confidence that the people of Morelos have in their
government and police. These statistics reveal that more people are likely to feel distrustful of
public leaders and officials than to have a high level of confidence in them. The site states, “In
2023, 3.98% of the population of Morelos claimed to have a lot of confidence in the state police,
while a 16.4% indicated they have a lot of distrust.” It continues, “Similarly, a 8.24% of the
population assured that they had a lot of trust in the Public Ministry and State Prosecutors, a 10.9%
in the Judges and a 33% in the Federal Police, while a 18.8%, a 19.3% and a 5.71% claimed to have
a lot of distrust in them, respectively.”*

Violence and Disappearances in Mexico

Much of Mexico experiences drug-related violence, including kidnapping and murders, and
Morelos is one of the most affected states. For more than a decade, the Mexican government has
been engaged in a “war on drugs” against drug cartels and organized crime. However, this war has
been largely ineffective, and it has also resulted in a high level of violence against civilians. Civilians
in Morelo and many other parts of Mexico are regularly targeted with violence, and since the 1960s
civilian disappearances have become common. While there is evidence that many of these
disappearances are the result of organized crime, there is also evidence that some are committed
by municipal, state, and federal police.

Further, there is evidence that some government officials in Mexico are “disappearing the
disappeared” after these people have were killed. It has been discovered that officials have
disappeared thousands of bodies into mass graves, without identifying them or following
established protocols. There appear to be numerous reasons for this including negligence,
omission, laziness, or complicity. Another problem is that in some places, the sheer magnitude of
unidentified bodies is overwhelming authorities.

Finding the Disappeared

In recent years, as a result of the lack of government action, an increasing number of citizens and
nongovernmental organizations have been involved in finding and identifying the remains of the
disappeared. University professor Vivette Garcia Deister has researched the situation and says,
“What we see in these [last] 10 years is that these collective organizations, civilian organizations,
have become forensic experts themselves . . . doing the work nobody else is willing to do or sees
a need to do.” She says, “I also know that there are civil servants and authorities who are willing
to do the work, but their capacities are limited and the overflow and backlog of bodies is
unmanageable.”?

Finding and identifying the disappeared involves exhumation, which is the process of removing
human remains from where they are buried in the ground. Exhumation can be done for a
number of different reasons, including for criminal investigation or simply to bury remains in a
different place. In most cases, there are strict rules dictating how an exhumation should be
carried out, and the process is typically overseen by officials who ensure that it is performed in
accordance with regulations.

A Forensic Crisis

Efforts to find and identify the disappeared have revealed the existence of what is being referred
to as a forensic crisis in Mexico. In many cases, the country’s forensic system is inadequate to
handle, process, preserve, and distribute the information that will allow families to identify all
individuals. Investigation has also revealed that for years, some officials have been ignoring the
rights of the deceased, by sending them to mass graves without exhausting all options for
identification.

The Movimiento por Nuestros Desaparecidos en México (MNDM) [Movement for our Disappeared
in Mexico] is a movement made up of human rights organizations and individuals with disappeared
family members. In 2021, this movement released a report called, “The Forensic Crisis in Mexico:
More than 52,000 Unidentified Deceased Persons,” that examines problems with the current
forensic system. As one news article explains, “The movement argues that the leading cause of the
current forensic problem is the rise in violence and human rights violations caused by the war on
drugs and the militarized approach taken by the Mexican government to combat it. They expose
several problems with the current forensic system, including the lack of experts specialized in

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forensic identification and the lack of adequate training of many scientists assigned to forensic
identification. Another issue is the low budgets allocated to forensic institutions and problems with
the coordination of databases.”?

According to the report, tens of thousands of people have been buried improperly. The authors
state:

“There is a backlog of more than 52,000 dead people without identification. The majority of these
people (60%) lies in mass graves (fosas comunes) in public cemeteries. These mass graves are
notorious for poor records and the likely misplacing of bodies. Unidentified dead people also lie in
forensic facilities (7%), universities (5%) or common graves within forensic facilities (centros de
resguardo forense, 1%). The authorities have been unable or unwilling to inform the whereabouts
of 22% of the deceased individuals without identification.”

The authors explain that there are multiple reasons for the country’s forensic crisis. The report
says, “First, there are causes external to the forensic services: the rise of violence in the last 15
years, in particular enforced disappearances and abductions, homicides and concealment of dead
people in clandestine mass graves. The crisis of violence has generated an unprecedented burden
of workload for the forensic services nationwide. In addition, it explains, “There are causes within
the forensic services: insufficient staff, inadequate training, little interdisciplinary work, low
salaries and temporary contracts. Forensic services have deficient protocols, they lack supervision
and quality control systems, their databases are underused and scarcely interconnected and there
are insufficient supplies and equipment in their labs.” 4

Working for Change

According to the filmmakers, efforts to uncover the truth about the disappeared in Mexico have
had significant impacts. They report that prior to 2021, there was no data on the number of mass
graves belonging to the states, but as a result of the efforts of families, it is now known that
nationally, authorities reported 7,611 active mass graves, while 10,182 were no longer in
operation, totaling 17,793 government-owned graves. The filmmakers also explain that by the end
of 2021, the Extraordinary Forensic Identification Mechanism was established, which is a public
policy built by families of missing persons. The goal of this policy is to identify the over 52,000
bodies classified as unknown in various ordinary forensic services across the country.

In addition, they explain that efforts to find and identify the disappeared can help us understand
the crisis in a different way. They explain,

Missing persons and their families often face criminalization and stigma; society, influenced
by government messages and some media, assumes that if they disappeared, it’s because
“they were involved in something,” “were on the wrong path,” or “brought it upon
themselves.” In the case of women, it's often said they "ran away with their boyfriend."

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This documentary opens our eyes to a different reality. Those who disappear are daughters,
sons, wives, husbands, brothers, sisters, mothers, fathers, nieces, belonging to a family and
community actively searching for them. Their families have the right to truth and justice
and demand to locate their missing loved ones.

They demand to know how the decisions of various public officials lead to hundreds of
bodies disappearing in graves, while these officials remain unpunished.

Impact Campaign

See You Again is part of an advocacy initiative that has the following objectives:

Accompany the collectives "Regresando A Casa" and "Familias Resilientes de Morelos,"
the protagonists of the documentary, and relatives of missing persons in search efforts.
Raise awareness about the forensic crisis in Mexico and the irregular use of mass graves
by the state.

Advocate for the case of irregular mass graves in Jojutla and Tetelcingo, Morelos, so that
the missing persons can return home.

The demands of the campaign are to:

Identify and bring home the individuals found in the graves in Morelos.

Reopen the Jojutla grave to recover those still buried there.

Know who is buried in mass graves across the country.

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Volverte a ver

Hace mas de una década, el gobierno mexicano le declaré la guerra al crimen organizado, lo que
termind afectando a la poblacidn civil. Un estimado de 360,000 personas han muerto desde 2006.
Durante la busqueda de sus familiares, un grupo de madres descubrié fosas clandestinas en los
pequeiios pueblos de Jojutla y Tetelcingo, en el Estado de Morelos. Se volvié evidente que las
autoridades mexicanas eran complices de muchas de estas desapariciones. Lina, Angy y Edith junto
con otras familias de personas desaparecidas participaron en la exhumacidon de mas de 200
cuerpos. Este documental acompafia a las mujeres mientras se capacitan en ciencias forenses y
desentierran los cuerpos de los desaparecidos. Su investigacidn revela una realidad escalofriante.
Las autoridades mexicanas estaban involucradas con las desapariciones y enterraron los cuerpos
de manera clandestina en fosas comunes masivas. Este poderoso documental muestra la
solidaridad, la valentia y la tenacidad de estas mujeres.

Sobre Morelos

Morelos es un Estado al centro de México. Su poblacién consta de al menos 2 millones de
habitantes y su capital es Cuernavaca. Morelos es el segundo Estado mas pequefio de México. Esta
rodeado por tierra y comparte frontera con el Distrito Federal y, los Estados de México, Puebla y
Guerrero. Jojutla y Tetelcingo forman parte de Morelos. Tetelcingo se encuentra al este de
Cuernavaca, mientras que Jojutla esta al sur.

El sitio web gob.mx provee una amplia variedad de informacidon sobre México y su gobierno,
incluye estadisticas relacionadas con el nivel de confianza que la poblacidon de Morelos tiene en su
gobierno y su sistema policiaco. Estas estadisticas revelan que hay mas personas inclinadas a sentir
desconfianza por los lideres publicos y oficiales de policia que a tener niveles altos de confianza en
ellos. El sitio establece que, “En 2023, 3.98% de la poblacidn de Morelos reportd haber perdido la
confianza en la policia estatal, mientras que 16.4% indicé tener mucha desconfianza.” Asimismo,
sefiala que, “De manera similar, 8.24% de la poblacion aseguré que tenia mucha desconfianza en
el Ministerio Publico y los fiscales del Estado; 10.9% en los jueces y 33% en la policia federal. A su
vez 18.8%, 19.3% y 5.71% aseguraron tenerles mucha desconfianza, respectivamente.”®

Violencia y Desapariciones en México

Una gran parte de México experimenta violencia relacionada con el narcotrafico, incluyendo
secuestros y asesinatos, y Morelos es uno de los Estados mas afectados. Por mds de una década,
el gobierno mexicano ha llevado una “guerra contra el narcotrafico” contra los carteles de droga y
el crimen organizado. Sin embargo, esta guerra no ha dado muchos resultados y ha resultado en
niveles altos de violencia contra la poblacidn civil. Los civiles en Morelos y en muchas otras partes
de México se enfrentan regularmente a la violencia. Desde 1960, las desapariciones de civiles se
han vuelto comunes. Mientras que hay evidencia de que varias de estas desapariciones son

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resultado del crimen organizado, también hay evidencia de que algunas son cometidas por la
policia municipal, estatal y federal.

Asimismo, hay evidencia que apunta a que los funcionarios publicos estan “desapareciendo a los
desaparecidos” después de que estos son asesinados. Se ha descubierto que los funcionarios del
gobierno han desaparecido a miles de cuerpos en fosas clandestinas masivas sin identificarlos ni
seguir los protocolos establecidos. Parecen existir multiples razones para incluir esta negligencia,
omision, pereza o complicidad. Otro problema es que, en algunos lugares, la magnitud de los
cuerpos sin identificar abruma a las autoridades.

Encontrando a los desaparecidos

En afios recientes, como resultado de la inaccién del gobierno, un creciente nimero de ciudadanos
y organizaciones no gubernamentales se han involucrado en encontrar e identificar los restos de
los desaparecidos. La profesora de universidad Vivette Garcia Deister ha investigado la situacion y
dice que, “Lo que hemos visto en los ultimos 10 afios es cOmo estas organizaciones colectivas y
civiles se han convertido en expertos forenses. . . haciendo el trabajo que nadie mas esta dispuesto
a o ve la necesidad de hacer”. Agrega que, “También sé que hay servidores publicos y autoridades
dispuestas a hacer el trabajo necesario; pero sus capacidades estan limitadas y el exceso y la
acumulacion de cuerpos es imposible de gestionar.”®

Encontrar e identificar a los desaparecidos involucra su exhumacién, que es el proceso de remover
los restos humanos de donde estan enterrados. La exhumacién puede realizarse por distintos
motivos, incluyendo una investigacion criminal o simplemente para enterrar los restos en otro
sitio. En la mayoria de los casos, hay reglas estrictas que dictan cdmo llevar a cabo una exhumacion,
y el proceso es normalmente supervisado por funcionarios que se aseguran de que las regulaciones
sean respetadas.

Una Crisis Forense

Los esfuerzos para encontrar e identificar a los desaparecidos han revelado la existencia de la que
ha sido nombrada la crisis forense en México. En muchos casos, el sistema forense del pais no esta
equipado para gestionar, procesar, preservar y distribuir la informacién que les permitiria a las
familias identificar a los individuos. Las investigaciones también han revelado que, por afios,
algunos oficiales han ignorado los derechos de los difuntos al enviarlos a tumbas colectivas sin
recurrir a todas las opciones que se tienen para identificarlos.

El Movimiento por Nuestros Desaparecidos en México (MNDM) es un movimiento conformado
por organizaciones de derechos humanos y familiares de desaparecidos. En 2021, este movimiento
publicd un reporte llamado, “La Crisis Forense: Mas de 52,000 Personas Fallecidas sin Identificar
en México,” que examina los problemas del sistema forense actual. Segun explica un articulo
periodistico, “El movimiento argumenta que la causa principal del problema forense actual es el

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incremento de la violencia y de las violaciones a los derechos humanos causados por la guerra
contra el narcotrafico junto con en enfoque de militarizacién por parte del gobierno mexicano para
combatirlo. Exponen muchos problemas, incluyendo la falta de expertos especializados en
identificacion forense vy la falta de capacitacion adecuada de varios de los cientificos dedicados a
la identificacion forense. Otro problema es la falta de presupuesto dedicado a las instituciones
forenses y los problemas con la coordinacién y las bases de datos.”’

De acuerdo al reporte, decenas de miles de personas han sido enterradas inapropiadamente. Los
autores establecen que: “Existen mds de 52,000 casos pendientes de personas fallecidas sin
identificar. La mayoria de estas (60%) permanecen en fosas comunes de cementerios publicos.
Estas fosas comunes son notorias por tener registros deficientes y por el probable extravio de
cuerpos. Las personas fallecidas sin identificar también se encuentran en centros forenses (7%),
universidades (5%) o fosas comunes dentro de centros de resguardo forense (1%). Las autoridades
no han podido o querido informar las localizaciones de 22% de los individuos fallecidos sin
identificar.”

Los autores explican que hay multiples razones involucradas en la crisis forense del pais. El reporte
dice que, “En primer lugar, hay causas externas a los servicios forenses: el alza de la violencia en
los ultimos 15 afios, en particular las desapariciones forzadas y los secuestros, los homicidios y el
encubrimiento de personas fallecidas en fosas comunes. La crisis de violencia ha generado una
carga de trabajo sin precedente para los servicios forenses a nivel nacional.” Asimismo, explica
gue, “Hay causas dentro de los servicios forenses: personal insuficiente, capacitacidn inadecuada,
muy poco trabajo interdisciplinario, salarios bajos y contratos temporales. Los servicios forenses
tienen protocolos deficientes, carecen de supervision y sistemas de control de calidad, sus bases
de datos estan subutilizadas e insuficientemente interconectadas, y el equipo y suministros en sus
laboratorios es escaso.”

Trabajando por un Cambio

De acuerdo a los realizadores del documental, los esfuerzos para develar la verdad sobre los
desaparecidos en México han tenido impactos significativos. Reportan que antes de 2021, no
habian datos sobre el nimero de fosas comunes de los Estados, pero como resultado de los
esfuerzos de las familias, ahora son conocidos a nivel nacional. Las autoridades reportaron 7,611
fosas comunes activas, mientras que 10,182 ya no estaban en funcionamiento, en total 17,793
tumbas del gobierno. Los realizadores también explican que, para el final de 2021, se establecio el
Mecanismo Extraordinario de Identificacion Forense. Este es una politica publica creada por las
familias de desaparecidos con la meta de identificar mds de 52,000 cuerpos clasificados como
desconocidos en varios servicios forenses ordinarios a través del pais.

Ademas, explican que los esfuerzos para identificar a los desaparecidos pueden ayudarnos a
entender la crisis de una manera diferente. Exponen que, “Los desaparecidos y sus familias muchas

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veces enfrentan criminalizacion y estigma; la sociedad, comunmente influenciada por mensajes
del gobierno y los medios, asume que si desaparecieron es porque “estaban involucrados en algo”,
“andaban por mal camino”, o “se lo buscaron”. En el caso de mujeres, es comun que digan que
“huyé con su novio.”

Este documental nos abre los ojos a una realidad diferente. Quienes desaparecen son hijas, hijos,
esposas, esposos, hermanos, hermanas, madres, padres, sobrinos, miembros de una familia y
comunidad buscandolos activamente. Sus familias tienen derecho a la verdad, a la justicia y a exigir
que se localicen a sus seres queridos.

Exigen saber cémo las decisiones de varios funcionarios publicos llevan a la desaparicidén de cientos
de cuerpos en tumbas, mientras estos funcionarios permanecen impunes.

Una Campaiia de Alto Impacto

Volverte a ver es parte de una iniciativa de abogacia con los siguientes objetivos:

e Acompafar a los colectivos "Regresando A Casa" y "Familias Resilientes de Morelos," a los
protagonistas del documental, y a los familiares de los desaparecidos en sus esfuerzos.

e Crear consciencia sobre la crisis forense en México y del uso irregular de fosas comunes
por parte del Estado.

e Abogar por el caso de fosas comunes irregulares en Jojutla, Tetelcingo y Morelos para que
los desaparecidos puedan regresar a sus hogares.

e Las demandas de la campafia son:

e Identificar y devolver a sus familias a los individuos encontrados en las fosas comunes en
Morelos.

e Reabrir la tumba Jojutla para recuperar a quienes siguen enterrados ahi.

e Conocer la identidad de quienes estan enterrados en las fosas comunes en todo el pais.
