Also the Building Standards Committee

was founded then.

invited Aalto to Germany

Alvar didn't really want to go,

but he finally agreed

when the German Foreign Office

at the farewell dinner.

He started by saying "We Finns are

neither Nazis nor Bolsheviks."

But Aalto felt that

if they wanted a beautiful

entrance to the living room

So Carré's goal was to have

was to display his art collection.

I want to create a centre

that works for all the citizens

without difficulty.

Because all the important buildings

are close to each other.

It is the principle of

all the old Italian towns.

His most ambitious plan was of course

the Helsinki central plan.

Designing the centre

for the capital city

It was

a very difficult time for Aalto.

In the 1920s and 1930s,

he was a radical

who provoked other people.

And at the end of 1960s,

he was the old architect,

who wasn't appreciated enough.

He was regarded

as a conservative, as a dinosaur.

In my opinion, his bitterness

was psychologically related

to a cocoon of sorts

that he created around him.

In his later years, he locked himself

into his office circle.

The left-wingers

He lay in bed, sleeping heavily,

empty bottles everywhere.

Aalto got a call from Bologna.
